· Applicants must be current residents and have resided in one of the following counties for at least one year: Beaufort, Bertie, Camden, Carteret, Chowan, Craven, Currituck, Dare, Duplin, Edgecombe, Gates, Greene, Halifax, Hertford, Hyde, Jones, Lenoir, Martin, Nash, Northampton, Onslow, Pamlico, Pasquotank, Perquimans, Pitt, Tyrrell, Washington, Wayne, or Wilson. 

· Applicants must be at least 18 years of age and cannot be enrolled in a degree or certificate program at a high school, college, or graduate school within the grant period.

· Project awards generally range from $250 to $1,000.  Do not request more than $1,000.
