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What Is A Regional Artist Project?

The Regional Artist Project Grant is a grant program that provides financial support to developing professionals by funding a project pivotal to the advancement of their careers as artists.  These grants are intended to fund a particular project that will conclude by June 15, 2006.  Artists developing a professional career in the arts and who have completed the basic education in his/her art form are encouraged to apply.  

Who Funds The Program?

The Regional Artist Project Grant is supported by the following counties: Beaufort, Bertie, Camden, Carteret, Chowan, Craven, Currituck, Dare, Duplin, Edgecombe, Gates, Greene, Halifax, Hertford, Hyde, Jones, Lenoir, Martin, Nash, Northhampton, Onslow, Pamlico, Pasquotank, Perquimans, Pitt, Tyrrell, Washington, Wayne, Wilson Counties and the N.C. Arts Council, a state agency.

Who May Apply For Grants?
1. Any art form 

2. Must be a current resident and have resided in Beaufort, Bertie, Camden, Carteret, Chowan, Craven, Currituck, Dare, Duplin, Edgecombe, Gates, Greene, Halifax, Hertford, Hyde, Jones, Lenoir, Martin, Nash, Northampton, Onslow, Pamlico, Pasquotank, Perquimans, Pitt, Tyrrell, Washington, Wayne, or Wilson Counties for at least one year.  

3. Must be at least 18 years of age. May not be enrolled in a degree or certificate program at a high school, college or graduate program within the grant period.  

5. Last year’s grant recipients may not apply in this grant cycle.

What Type of Projects Are Likely To Be Funded?

The Grants Committee is interested in assisting the development of an artist’s career as appropriate to the particular artist’s needs.  Therefore, the Committee expects to receive diverse project proposals.  The relevance of the project to the artist’s career must be well defined.  Grant awards might include funds for expenses such as:

      1.  Promotional Presentation:  the cost of producing a demonstration tape for a composer, a videocassette for a choreographer, a portfolio for a graphic artist or an editor to assist a writer.

      2.  Travel:  to specific workshops, retreats or seminars, or travel to gather information intrinsic to the art form.

      3.  Services:  rental of equipment or facilities for presentation of a new work.

      4.  Supplies:  purchase of supplies & materials necessary for the completion or production of a new work which is deemed an essential work in his/her career.    

      5.  Training:  advanced study or coaching that will enhance the artist’s abilities.  

What Is The Selection Criteria? 

Generally the criteria includes:

1. Overall excellence of the applicant’s art and demonstration of exceptional talent. 

2.  Serious professional commitment to the art form.

3.  Contribution of the proposed project to the artist’s professional growth.  

4.  Feasibility of the proposed project.  

5.  Timeline-Projects must conclude by June 15, 2006.                
How Much Money Is Available?
$10,000 is tentatively committed for this cycle of Regional Artist Project awards.  Individual grants generally range from $250 to $1,000.  Applicants may not request more than $1,000.  

Is An Evaluation Required?

Yes, both a financial and a descriptive report are required.  An evaluation form will be sent to those receiving awards.  Future awards are contingent upon the submission of a final report & evaluation.  

Is Assistance Available In Filling Out The Grant Application?
